Planning Commission meeting minutes
December 13, 2011
Bob Ruhnke: We will open the public hearing then.  Eric, could we have roll call please?
Eric Buitenwerf:  Sure.  Terry?
Terry Clairmont:  Here.
Buitenwerf:  Sally?
Sally Shearer:  Here.
Buitenwerf: Bob?
Ruhnke:  Here.
Buitenwerf:  Dick?

Dick Devine:  Here.
Buitenwerf:  Jerry?
Jerry Cole:  Here.
Buitenwerf:  Tim?
Tim Johnson:  Here.
Buitenwerf:  It looks like members are all present except for Tom Krueger, Jerry Novak, and Oakley Williams.  
Ruhnke:  Okay approval of the September 13th Planning Commission meeting minutes.  If there are no additions or corrections can I get a motion to approve?

Clairmont:  I’ll move.

Ruhnke:  Motion by Terry.  

Shearer:  Second it.

Ruhnke:  Seconded by Sally.  All in favor say aye.  Any old business Eric?

Buitenwerf:  No.
Ruhnke:  Then under new business proposed mini truck ordinance.  An ordinance that would regulate when and where a mini truck could be operated on certain county roads.  Dick, what’s your opinion on it being on patrol for so many years?
Devine:  I will tell you what I took care of a lot of that.  I don’t know what they are worried about if it is them getting in accidents with them or I don’t know what it would be.  As long as they have the equipment on them, but if you were to ask me what the most dangerous vehicle on the road I would tell you it’s the motorcycle.  So if you are going to let the motorcycles run, I don’t know why we wouldn’t let a truck run.  I don’t, as far as I am concerned if someone wants to go out and drive that, it isn’t necessarily safe, but it certainly is legal from my perspective.  I don’t know what the problem is.  
Ruhnke:  Any comments?  Sally?

Shearer:  Well in reading through what the State allows the counties to do their own thing, this ordinance, can we just specifically do for the mini truck and not the all terrain vehicles, utility ones, and task vehicles, golf carts, you know like what they had stated in that first paragraph?  I would just simply go an ordinance for the mini trucks and not even touch on the others.
Ruhnke:  Well I think we can, after discussion; we can do just about anything we want.
Shearer:  Well that is my recommendation is to just focus on the mini truck and I also think that when they speak of a permit which is you know a license, I also think that it also needs to be insured. 
Buitenwerf:  Yeah it is required to carry insurance I believe.
Shearer:  Now what I am not sure about is to allow them to ride and at what speed.  They can go up to 55 or more?
Ruhnke:  I don’t know.  I don’t know a thing about them.  But they can’t go above the speed limit so.
Shearer:  I don’t either.

Devine:  Well I keep thinking about, remember that little, Tom Peterson had that car.  Did you see the one that he was driving?  It wasn’t even as big as that copying machine.  They let those stupid things run on the road.  To me I don’t know why it a question.  The thing, as long as it has turn signals and lights and whatever and as long as it is licensed, I can’t see why they are looking at it separately.  I mean there are a lot of these little cars.  That one that Tom Peterson had would fit in the cab of this thing.  It was ridiculous.  I don’t know. That is my feeling.  I can’t even see why it is question.  

Cole:  They have to be registered by the State, don’t they?
Devine:  Yeah they would have to have plates on them if they are on the road.
Cole: Just like, you know I have to register my ATV. I guess I can see where it would be a good tool for farmers.
Devine:  And depending on the ATV, I mean you can put the right lights on them and put brake lights on them and turn signals and as long as they have got headlights, you can license them.  I don’t see why, when it comes to these vehicles it is more of a question of whether they can be licensed and all of that than it is rather the County wants them on the County roads.  I don’t quite understand the reason for it.  They say that they don’t qualify under the federal crash safety standard, that thing that Tom Peterson was driving; you couldn’t have put me in it.  It was only big enough for one; maybe two people could get in it.  Did you ever see that one Eric? 

Buitenwerf:  Uh huh.
Devine:  What do they call them?  Are they called smart cars?

Buitenwerf:  Yeah smart car.

Cole:  It is like riding in a beer can.

Devine:  Yeah.  

Ruhnke:  Get hit with a bicycle and destroy you.
Devine:  Just the right size to bury you in.  When they hit you, they just throw you in the ground car and all.  
Cole:  What happens if we have an ordinance on these, but Cass County doesn’t that mean that they can’t cross the County line?
Buitenwerf:  Well they can’t drive on Cass’ roads unless Cass was to adapt a similar ordinance.
Cole:  But they could run 34 into town then?  State Highway 34?
Buitenwerf:  No this is only County roads that they are allowed.  They can cross other types of roads.

Ruhnke:  And they could do that all of that time.
Buitenwerf:  If need be.

Devine:  They could zig-zag to Cass County I suppose.  
Cole: Well I was reading through all of the other Ordinances in other states and now some of them say you can run them on the interstate highways.
Devine:  I guess I don’t understand their reasoning there, but I am certainly not opposed to them running them on the County roads.
Clairmont:  I can’t see why not really.
Shearer:  Do you think they should be required with that slow moving sign?
Devine:  No because actually the law says that you can’t put a slow moving vehicle sign on a vehicle that is capable of more than I think it is 25 miles an hour.  So you couldn’t even put a slow moving vehicle sign on them; they are too fast.  But apparently we were talking before and apparently these things will do 50 -60 miles per hour so I don’t think that really a question?
Shearer:  Do we know of anyone in the county that has one?

Devine:  I know there is one because I have seen it sitting by the Great Northern.  I don’t know who owns it.

Ruhnke:  The patrols have stopped him 500 times already.  He is a nervous wreck because of it, but still going.
Devine: Yeah he drives it to coffee in the morning at the Great Northern, but I don’t know who he is.  
Buitenwerf:  There is a little white one.  I don’t know if it is the same one or not, but I have seen that one in town. 
Ruhnke:  Yeah it is.

Buitenwerf:  I don’t know which Bolton, but someone associated with the Bolton farming setup I believe was setup with trying to get the legislation passed initially to allow these to have the possibility of running on the road if the counties would adopt an ordinance.

Ruhnke:  Well see that is a big commercial operation and I can see a lot of advantages to four wheeler, pickup and different things for doing their chasing around on the farm.  I don’t know if it should be on the highway.  You know you could argue that both ways too.  
Buitenwerf:  Otherwise I haven’t heard anyone say plus or minus for this proposed ordinance.  County Attorney Dearstyne is the one who had brought it forward to the County Board and now us and I believe that was due to his having a veteran that was approaching him asking him to put the idea up the flagpole so that is how it originated.

Cole:  I couldn’t find any specs on the darn things.  I plugged around on the Internet for a while.  I couldn’t find any specifications on it.  I am just now reading this; you know North Dakota says that if you have a speed limit of over 65 miles an hour, you can’t be on that road.  So that kind of said to me that well they’ll go 65.    

Ruhnke:  You know that’s something that I wouldn’t want to go 65 on with. 

Cole:  I don’t even think I would like to watch them go 65.
Devine:  The only objection I have is that I can’t understand why anybody would want to drive one.  But then I don’t like motorcycles either so I guess to me if you are going to let motorcycles run, you could let anything run.
Clairmont: You don’t like them murder cycles?
Devine: Well you know what the statistic is if you ride a motorcycle. The chances are one in three that you are going to be injured on it.  That’s not good odds.
Shearer:  My goodness.
Cole:  Killed my brother in-law and two weeks later killed his brother in-law.
Devine:  You know I have taken care of just local guys two or three fatalities from people that lived in town here that…they were horrible.
Ruhnke:  Yeah there were three of them real quick there at one time.
Devine:  They are terrible, I am sure they are fun to ride, but they are terrible dangerous.

Ruhnke:  Two of them were because they hit a deer.
Devine:  Yeah.  So I don’t know.  
Shearer:   Do we need to draft the ordinance or just kind of specify what we would like in it and then you draft it? 
Buitenwerf:  It really isn’t my area of expertise so we have a draft to start with.  First off, do you think it is worthwhile suggesting that the County Board entertain this idea to begin with and then if so…
Devine:  Well what is our, I didn’t ask the Sherriff, suppose the Sheriff sees one of these on the County road do they, are the things licensed?  Are they licensing the ones they have now? 

Buitenwerf:  I don’t know.  I haven’t talked to Cory about it.  This as written would require that if somebody were to operate one, they would first need to get a permit from the Sheriff’s Office and then the Sheriff would have to do an inspection of the vehicle to make sure it’s got the necessary lights and turn signals on it.
Devine:  I guess I should have done some more research.  What does the law say about it?  Does the law say it is illegal to ride them on a County Road? 

Buitenwerf:  Right now it is.   Unless we’ve got…
Devine:  It specifically says that they can’t operate on a County road?
Ruhnke:  They can cross.
Buitenwerf:  They can’t, no they are not legal to operate on any road.
Cole:  Just on private property.
Buitenwerf:  The way the statute was written, it gave counties the option if you want to pass an ordinance to allow them to run on County roads only, but not anything other than that.
Devine:  Well I guess my feeling is then just have the County Attorney put together something that authorizes them to operate and that’s all. It is a really simple thing.  Just specifies them.  Sally is worried about all of these other ones-just put the one thing in there and…
Buitenwerf:  Yeah that is what the draft has is mini trucks only to operate on any County road, gravel or paved and then it requires that they have liability insurance.  They can only operate during the day.  They must be on the extreme right hand side of the road.  They can’t operate under inclement conditions and they require permits not to exceed three years duration from the Sheriff’s Office and inspections by the Sheriff’s Office.   
Shearer:  Okay I am not sure about the extreme right side of the road.  Are they talking about the break down lane or are they just talking to get over as far as you can?
Buitenwerf:  I think it would depend on what the road offers.  I don’t know of too many of our County roads that have a break down lane.  It would be partially on the gravel shoulder and then partially on the pavement.
Shearer:  So would that exempt them on 71 and 34?  They could not drive on 71 and 34.
Ruhnke:  No that’s a state highway.
Buitenwerf:  Right.  This only would allow them to operate on county roads.
Devine:  You know the part that puzzles me about, about this whole thing Eric is there are restrictions there that we don’t have on a bicycle.  
Ruhnke:  They are the biggest violators of the laws.
Devine:  I go to town to coffee in the morning now it’s dark and these crazy people are out there riding bicycles on the shoulder.  You can’t even see them.  It doesn’t make sense to me the whole thing; all of these restrictions on it.  I mean why not treat it just like a car?  Why not?  I don’t know why it is written up like that.  They don’t even tell bicycles that you have to ride on the right side of the road.  They can go right down the middle if they want to.  If they want to take it out in a snowstorm and ride a bicycle in a snowstorm, they can.
Shearer:  Yeah I would get rid of the right side of the road.
Devine:  Yeah.  Pile of junk.  I mean just allow it to run, if they want to say daylight hours, that’s fine.  I don’t have any objections to that, but to me it seems to be making a mountain out of a mole hill.  I don’t know.
Clairmont:  Well the one in this picture here has got headlights.
Devine:  Yeah I you know I don’t know why it can’t operate on a County road.  What’s wrong with it?  
Buitenwerf: I think that is just in the draft here.  It’s not; I don’t see it in the statute.  
Devine:  I personally think they should in the thing give a description of the vehicle and say that the County allows them to operate in daylight hours and let it go with that.  Permitting it?  I don’t understand that.
Buitenwerf:  That’s just in the draft that Don…
Shearer:  I think they should be licensed.
Devine:  Well yeah they should have some type of license on them and if that is the reason for the permit, then I don’t have any objections to that either because they have to be licensed somehow.  
Buitenwerf:  I don’t know enough about them.
Devine:  I don’t either.

Buitenwerf:  I don’t know if they have to have a title and need a license plate or if you can get a license plate for them.
Clairmont:  Well before they come up with four wheelers and they just had three wheelers, you had to have a license on them, but you couldn’t buy a license plate. You had to rig up your own.
Devine:  I have a tough time figuring why the feds have come down on them so hard when they allow the junk to run out there on the highway that they allow to run out there.  I don’t quite understand why they picked these things out to, to harass them you know.  You know those smart cars are a third the size of this thing.
Buitenwerf:  Unless it is because the main source of these is outside of the U.S., an import.
Devine:  That’s what I am wondering if it has to do with the maker, the maker of the thing.
Ruhnke:  And then did I read right in some of these states they allowed golf carts and everything under that too?  Then what’s next if we legalize this part of it?
Buitenwerf:  Well that’s, I mean you could if you wanted to include golf carts, ATVs and utility task vehicles.  It says mini trucks could…
Devine:  All of that, if it gets to that stuff, then I start having opposition because that’s real junk to have out on the road, but this to me, is in this day and age it looks like a car to me, there are worse ones than that one.  I don’t know why they are doing it, but I don’t know how the rest of you feel, but if it was up to me just make a simple ordinance that says okay they have to permit the things and if you want to have them operate in the daytime, that’s fine and let it go at that.
Shearer:  I have no opposition on time.
Devine:  I don’t either really as long as they have got headlights.
Cole: Headlights and tail lights.
Johnson:  I asked for a solid week different people one reason why they shouldn’t be on a county road and I couldn’t find one.  
Devine:  Yeah, I don’t think there is one.  I guess I don’t see any reason why they can’t be on a highway.  There are worse things on the highway than those, a lot worse things.
Cole:  You see them on the autobahn over in Europe.  They just stay to the right.
Ruhnke:  And they can go any speed they want over there.
Devine:  So my feeling is draft an Ordinance that is very simple.  If they want to permit them, that’s fine and let it go at that.
Ruhnke:  Do you think the County Attorney should be drafting that or?

Devine:  I don’t know.

Buitenwerf:  He has.  

Ruhnke:  Huh?

Buitenwerf:  He has.

Devine:  Yeah, but this is the one that is all complicated with all that stuff.
Shearer:  I guess my questions are still the State Highways 34 and 71.  
Devine:  Apparently we have nothing to say about that because they are saying in here that the Feds say that they don’t meet the crash standards so they can’t operate on the… 
Shearer:  So if someone coming in from…
Devine:   So if it is a federally funded road, they probably can’t operate?
Shearer:  Well there is a way to Park Rapids on County roads from highway…
Devine:  I mean I have no opposition to them operating anywhere.  I think they are as good or better than a lot of the junk out there.

Buitenwerf:  It may raise property values on county roads because now you can sell to someone who wants to drive their mini truck to town.  
Ruhnke:  You’ve got to do a lot of things to help the economy.
Devine:  Well I don’t care for that draft that he has.  I would like to see him just draft something very simple.  You know there isn’t a big hurry.  Why don’t you have him whip up something and bring it to the next Planning Commission meeting?
Ruhnke:  Make it much simpler than what he’s got now.
Buitenwerf: So you don’t want him…
Ruhnke:  If we are going to have another meeting, he should be here.

Buitenwerf:  I agree.
Devine:  Well is he upstairs?  Can he come?
Buitenwerf:  He is.  His light was off.  His office is dark up until when I came down here so…
Devine:  You know we were talking yesterday, I guess when you were there about having a County Attorney present at the Planning Commission which I think would be a very good idea.  I am going to pursue that because there aren’t that many Planning Commission meetings.  There is no reason; we have got three attorneys up there.  There is no reason why they can’t schedule it so that one is here when we have a meeting.   So that if we have a question about legality, then you have got somebody here theoretically here that give you an answer.  That is why we pay the County Attorney.  I think he ought to be here.
Ruhnke:  Is the County Attorney at the County meetings all the time?
Devine:  Well a lot of the time he is.  So I am going to talk to him if he comes to our next meeting, if he is there and I will have a talk with him about it.  I don’t see why they can’t schedule one to be here.  It doesn’t have to be him, but one of them because I would like their, just like now it would be nice to have their opinion about how simple they could make that.
Shearer:  Or is there something that we are missing?
Devine:  Yeah maybe something we haven’t thought of or something you know.
Ruhnke:  A little suspicion too is there is there a loophole on liability someplace in there?

Devine:  I wouldn’t think so, but who knows.
Ruhnke:  That was what I was guessing.
Shearer: Well if treated by as a farm implement, the majority of your farm implements are under your insurance so there shouldn’t be a problem with getting it insured.
Devine:  I would think that if it’s insured, you would be all right.
Shearer:  For inspection or licensing I don’t know the process, you know.  It needs to be inspected, but what are the criteria for any of that you know.  So to define permit and license, when I was reading it, I just drew the conclusion that it was to be a license, but maybe not.
Cole:  This specifies.

Devine:  Well that’s what I thought with the license, but I guess they are not.  You don’t really know if they are licensed by the State or not.  I can’t believe the State wouldn’t be looking for every dollar they can get.  They would find a way to license them.

Ruhnke:  Well I think that is why the patrols were stopping this guy for years down there because no plates, no nothing.  He may have them on there now, but he didn’t for years.
Shearer:  I guess our first step would be to require permitting and my recommendation is to require permitting, allow them, no restrictions on time and oh and require insurance.

Devine:  Fine by me.
Cole:  I have got a question Eric.  This one sheet that says Minnesota Statutes 2011 169.045, is that the State regulations that already exist?  Okay well that specifies insurance so it is a little confusing because I didn’t really see the County Ordinance in my packet.

Buitenwerf:  Should have been there.
Shearer:  I would say the same thing.  I didn’t get one.

Johnson:  No.

Cole:  Nope I didn’t get that.  So therefore I am kind of looking at this and this pretty much ties your hands in whatever you do.

Buitenwerf:  I apologize for that.  I thought that we had…

Maria Shepherd:  I made copies to put in the packets so I am not sure what happened.

Buitenwerf:  That explains why you are all looking at me like…
Maria Shepherd:  Sorry about that.  I only brought five so you might have to share.

Buitenwerf:  Yeah I was thinking why didn’t you guys read the draft that I sent out.

Cole:  Well I can understand why Sally kept talking about why in the world would we want a golf cart on Interstate 94.

Shearer:  Yeah I wanted…
Devine:  This has an electric motor.

Buitenwerf:  Or an internal combustion… 

Devine:  Oh it has either or apparently.

Cole:  660.  That’s smaller than a lot of the ATVs now.

Buitenwerf:  The Statue requires that they get a permit so that is why it is in the draft because that is the only way they can do it is to be permitted.
Ruhnke:  Well what does the Planning Commission wish to do on this then?  Can we get a motion to approve it and with the stipulations it must have a license, must have a permit and must have insurance and have the County Attorney look at it and see if it is legal in all ways and meeting with what the State says too?
Devine:  Well it says that the permit shall be issued with a specific license number and the applicant is responsible for obtaining self adhesive numbers.  So they give them a permit with the number and he has to put the numbers on the truck.

Johnson:  Sheriff’s Office collects the fee huh?

Buitenwerf:  Uh huh. 

Devine:  Front and rear he has to put the three inch tall numbers.  Well that sounds reasonable to me.  Sally she is talking about not restricting time of day and making sure they have got insurance.  That’s sound reasonable.  They permit, get numbers to put on it, but they would have to have that written out.  I don’t know if what he has now is the same, but have the County Attorney write it up.
Shearer:  So basically we are registering this vehicle in the County of Hubbard only.
Devine:  Yeah.  We register it, give them a number.  They put them on.  Sheriff probably won’t like it, but there won’t be that many of them anyway.
Shearer:  We might end up with a car dealership.

Devine:  Well they sell them up in Bemidji. I see that one place up there that is selling them.

Cole:  I can just envision one of these things, what have we got 87 Counties, with 87 posters dragging on the back of it.  

Shearer:  You’re right. If they need to drive it in Cass County, they need to be permitted over there.  Well that is the first step because when other Counties started adopting this then maybe the State will come in and find a way to license it. 

Devine:  They have to provide proof of insurance and they get a number. 
Shearer:  I have no problem with that.
Devine:  No it makes sense to me.
Shearer:  Just those three things: permit it in Hubbard County, no restriction on time, and license and the permit obviously would require that it is in good working order you know all of the other stuff, the lights and brakes and taillights.

Devine:  It says here that the Sheriff has to inspect them.
Buitenwerf:  I think…
Ruhnke:  I was going to say is he an expert on this?

Devine:  I suppose he has to inspect them for lights.

Shearer:  I would assume there would be a certificate from a mechanic to say that the brakes are in working order you know.
Devine:  Well it says the mini truck shall be inspected by the Sheriff’s Office and determine that it has required equipment pursuant to Minnesota Statute.
Shearer:  Hmm maybe we should change that part because the Sheriff is not a mechanic.
Devine:  Well of course they aren’t going to talk about mechanical; they are going to talk about lights and brakes and stuff like that but by state law.  The Sheriff has to follow state law.
Shearer:  Okay.

Devine:  A permit shall be issued for a calendar year and be renewed annually.

Shearer:  That’s okay with me.

Devine:  Sounds good to me.

Cole:  Yup.

Shearer:  Do you need a motion on that?
Buitenwerf:  Well yeah, I need a motion before I can take anything to the County Board.
Devine:  Well Sally spelled it out I think.  We should have a permit that says they have to have insurance; they have to have the permit.  What else was there?
Johnson:  Inspection.
Devine:  Inspection and no restrictions on hours of operations.  That is the motion.
Shearer:  Okay. So Maria do you have that down because that is the motion.
Johnson:  Does the proposed draft cover all of that Eric?
Buitenwerf:  Yeah the one thing I was going to comment on was the hours of operation is the Statute says that you can only operate from sunrise to sunset.
Devine:  Is that a State Statute?
Buitenwerf:  Yeah.  Unless you have all operating lights. If you have lights, then the Statute allows it.
Devine:  Why not just include it like that in the thing?  So if they got the lights and they get the permit, then they can operate it pretty much whenever.
Buitenwerf:  And then the Statute says that if the weather is inclement, then they can’t operate.  So that part would have to stay but you could, I think it would make sense to include the part that says if you have lights, then you can operate at night. 
Devine:  The whole inclement weather thing that makes, that makes it so that you can’t operate in Minnesota then.  Well you get ten days a year that you can run it.
Buitenwerf:  July 4th.
Devine:  But I have a feeling cops aren’t going to get too excited about that part anyway.
Ruhnke:  Basically the patrol won’t be enforcing the County.
Devine:  The patrol won’t be involved anyway.
Ruhnke:  That’s your motion?
Buitenwerf:  Okay so we’ve got those items in there aside from the hours of operation and we can verbatim use what the Ordinance or excuse me what the Statute has.
Devine:  Yeah.
Ruhnke:  Can we get a second to that motion?
Cole:  I will second it.
Ruhnke:  Seconded by Jerry.  All in favor say aye.  Opposed?
Devine:  There you are.  Out of business you don’t have anything else to do.
Shearer:  The fee that is set by the County Board we have no…
Devine:  I suppose they will just have to go by some kind of standard.  I don’t know what they will… 
Buitenwerf:  Well the Sheriff was looking for revenue.
Cole:  My ATV costs me $60 every three years so this is bigger than an ATV.
Johnson:  Yup.
Cole:  Go for $1000.
Devine:  Well these they will have to renew each year and so they might be looking…
Ruhnke:  Eric do you have anything else under miscellaneous?
Buitenwerf:  Yes just an FYI for everyone, Jerry you can pass that on to Tim since your appointment as BOA crossover ends this year. This won’t be acted on while you’re here.
Cole:  Oh ain’t that a shame.  
Buitenwerf:  What I passed around is something that the next time we have reason to meet will be on the agenda and that is some updates to the 911 Ordinance.  Primarily it entails adding language to reflect recent changes made as far as the organization of duties between my department now taking on the GIS technician and the Highway Department assuming some of the field work for the 911 program and then the other component is some language in there to allow us to assess a landowner’s property taxes for the 911 fee if the landowner refuses to pay for the sign installed on their property if they have a locatable structure which does happen from time to time.  So those are the main things in there, but it is not a rush but I figured since we were meeting today I may as well give it to everybody so you can have it for winter reading until our next meeting.  

Devine:  I can find a lot better winter reading.
Buitenwerf:  It is the cure for insomnia so at night when you can’t fall asleep and in five minutes.

Devine:  I was saying before you will get a new person now because I won’t be on here next year.  Whoever the vice chair is will be here and we won’t know who that will be until we vote.
Buitenwerf:  That is the only item.
Devine:  You guys took it easy on me.  I think I only came to like three meetings all year, three or four.
Shearer:  We had an easy season.
Ruhnke:  I realized that you were starting to slack on being here.
Cole:  We had at least one good one though.
Devine:  Yeah there was a fight or two, but other than that.

Ruhnke:  Dick was right in the front row too.  

Buitenwerf:  Do you have the 2012 calendar that we can pass out?  Yeah Maria has the calendar.  It’s on the website too as far as the dates.  And there’s no real development activity on the horizon so.

Johnson:  State isn’t going to make you adopt any sewer rules?

Buitenwerf:  We are still working on that.  They are moving towards us a little bit in their position, but there is still room to go so we will see if they do it or not.
