Planning Commission Meeting

Tuesday, August 9, 2011 at 9:30 a.m.

Krueger:  I would like to open the public meeting for the Hubbard County Planning Commission.  Bob Ruhnke is in the nursing home in Menahga right now so I am filling in for him.  Just remember him in your thoughts and prayers.  Eric would you like to do roll call?
Buitenwerf:  Sure.  Terry?
Clairmont:  Here.

Buitenwerf:  Sally?

Shearer:  Here.

Buitenwerf:  Tom?

Krueger:  Here.

Buitenwerf:  Dick?

Devine:  Here.

Buitenwerf:  Jerry Cole?  

Cole:  Here.

Buitenwerf:  Tim Johnson?

Johnson:  Here.

Buitenwerf:  I believe that Jerry Novak, Oakley Williams, and Bob Ruhnke would be the members absent.
Krueger:  Okay.  The minutes from the last meeting in June, they were really detailed minutes.  I have never seen them that detailed before it was pretty good, really nice to read them.  Any additions or corrections to them?  I would like to see a motion to approve.
Shearer:  So moved.

Krueger:  All in favor?  Opposed same sign, okay that’s approved.  Any old business?  
Buitenwerf: No there is no old business.
Krueger:  Okay for new business we have the Final Plat Application of Little Sand Bay Villas, Common Interest Community Plat No. 28, A Planned Community by Brent and Catherine Prouty.  Applicants are proposing to plat 9.88 acres into a nine unit residential planned unit development.  The property is located on Little Sand Lake in Lake Emma Township.  Parcel #s 16.41.00400 and 16.79.00100.  Tom is here to represent them.
Tom Miller:  Correct.
Krueger:  Okay. Has there been any new communications on it?
Buitenwerf:  No.  We have not received anything since the prelim.
Krueger:  Okay.  For the record, there is nobody in the audience to make comments so do you have anything to add to it?
Tom Miller:  Yeah I think the final plat incorporates all of the conditions that the Planning Commission and the Board of Commissioners put on for the conditional use permit plus the plat.  I got a call or an email from Nicole Lueth stating that the declarations looked very good and of course responded to that.  Eric, he reviewed the declarations also.  I didn’t hear anything back from him as far as changes so. 
Krueger:  So everything is ready to be passed down to the Board of Commissioners then?

Tom Miller:  Correct.

Krueger:  Okay.  Are there any comments from the Board? What would the Board like to do on it?
Cole:  I would make a motion to pass the Common Interest Community No. 28, Planned Community Little Sand Bay Villas primary plat as presented.
Krueger:  Can I have a second?
Clairmont:  Yup.
Krueger:  Okay.  All in favor say “aye”, opposed same sign.  Alright.  Approved unanimously.  That was easy.
Tom Miller:  Okay.  Thank you gentlemen, gentle women or whatever.  Thank you Board persons. 
Krueger:  Any miscellaneous business?
Buitenwerf:  Nope.  Communications today is the deadline for next month.  There are a couple projects that are being worked on by folks.  I am not sure if they’ll get something turned in today or not to have reason for a meeting next month.  We will send you something in the mail either way whether we do or do not have a meeting.  That’s all I have.  Well I guess the other thing would be we recently on the 27th of July some amendments to the Subdivision, Shoreland, Septic and Sign Ordinances took effect, mainly had to do with the variance criteria due to a Statute change.  I also added a five year sunset clause to variances and the other language had to do with allowing County personnel the ability to access a property for administration of the Ordinance without interference. We never had language that spelled that out per say and now we do so that people aren’t able to question our ability to do that so those took effect the 27th and like I mentioned earlier I didn’t get a chance to get all the copies run for everybody, but we will get those to you by the next time we have reason for a meeting.  That would be the only thing that I have got for you there.
Krueger:  Okay.  I don’t have a half hour speech planned so can I have a motion to adjourn?
Devine:  So moved.
Krueger:  Second?
Johnson:  I will second it.

Krueger:  Okay.  All in favor?  Opposed?
