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On 01/29/2012, at approximately 11:43 a.m., the Hubbard County Sheriff’s Office, Hubbard First Response and North Ambulance responded to a medical emergency at a rural Park Rapids residence involving a 58 year old male who was injured when a large round bale of hay rolled over him.  The victim was lifting the hay bale with his tractor when the hay bale fell and rolled on top of him.  The victim was able to walk to his residence, where he collapsed from apparent head and back injuries.  The victim’s family called the Hubbard County Dispatch center to request assistance.  The victim was air lifted to Fargo to be treated for his injuries.  The condition of the victim was not available at the time of this press release.
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
